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Recommendations for encouraging re-enrollment at AISD schools  

Respondents were asked if there was anything that AISD could do to encourage them to re-enroll their student at an 

AISD school. At the two extremes,  many either indicated th at they could not be persuaded to re-enroll, or that they 

loved their school and would deÞnitely re-enroll if they still liv ed in the area. Most comments reßected the primary 

reasons for leaving, but the vast majori ty provided recommendations across multiple areas of concern. Themes from 

the comments were centered around class size and programming, testing, behavior and discipline, and communication 

and school culture. Some example suggestions from those who stayed in the Austin-area but chose to go to another 

school or program are provided below: 

Recommendations regarding class size and programming 

• Smaller class sizes and speciÞc and targeted academic support 

• Reduce class sizes. Focus on teaching kids critical thinking skills.  Get rid of common core style teaching. 
Reduce the number of standardized tests, with less pressure/focus on these tests. Increase physical 
activity. 

• Too many students in the class, teacher would no t keep appointments with me, interpreter was not 
present for the meetings that we did manage to have,
